Year 3: 

We will use multiplication facts for the 2, 5 and 10 

multiplication tables, including recognising odd and even 

numbers. We will be able to multiply 2-digit numbers by 

1-digit numbers, using mental strategies and progressing 

to formal written methods 

 

Year 4: 

We will recognise and use factor pairs and commutativity 

in mental calculations. Recall multiplication and division 

facts for multiplication tables up to 12 × 12. 

To be able to multiply a three digit number by a one digit  

number.

In science this term we are 

looking at the different types of 

teeth that we have as humans and 

what they do, the digestive system 

and food chains. 

We will be starting ‘The girl who 

stole an elephant’.  

 

 

Next, we will start reading parts 

of ‘The boy at the back of the 

class’. We’ll select specific 

details from a text to illustrate a 

theme inferring meaning from 

dialogue and description.
